The Required Documents for Final Registration

· OSYS result document (It will be taken from OSYM web site http://sonuc.osym.gov.tr) 
· The original copy of the diploma or the recent temporary graduation document of the high school that the student graduated from.

· For the students placed by Vertical Transfer Exam, the original copy of the Vocational School Diploma or the recent temporary graduation document for the students placed by Vertical Transfer Exam.
· For the students placed by Vertical Transfer Exam, transcript taken from the Vocational School that the student is graduated from. 

· The copy of the ID with notary or demarche attestation and the photocopy of both sides of the ID.

· Residence document

· For male candidates born before 1986 and before, a document taken from the recruiting office which says, “There is no objection for him to register at a faculty or school”, (this document is not required for male candidates born in 1987, 1988, 1989 and later.)

· 12 passport-size photograph (it should be taken within 6 months, front viewed, with open head and neck, so that candidates can be recognized)

· The original copy of the bank receipt indicating that the first half of the tuition fee is paid.

· The original and signed copies of the completely filled in “Registration Application Form”, “Student Information Form”, and “Questionnaire Form”. The students placed with scholarship should fill in “Scholarship Student Bank Information Form”. These forms are available in University web site https://oasis.ieu.edu.tr/forms. The forms will be filled in, their print out will be taken and signed. (The explanations about filling in the forms are stated in "Registration and Education Information.) 
· Foreign Languages Examination Entrance Document. (After the process of Registration Application Form registration, print out will be taken by clicking the related button at the end of this form and will be approved by the authorized people.) 
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Registration via the Web

· Go to https://oasis.ieu.edu.tr/forms.
· Answer the questions that you see on the page correctly and completely. 

· You will see that some information sections are unfilled; some information sections about you are filled in. Check the accuracy of the information that is filled in. If you notice anything missing or mistaken, inform the registrar when you come for registration. Fill in the sections that are unfilled, correctly and completely.

· Do not use abbreviations while writing your mother’s and father’s names. Write exactly as it is written on your ID. Again, write your ID registration information exactly as it is written on your ID.
· Once you save one of the forms you cannot access to the same form again. Click the “Register” key after checking that the form is complete and information in the form is accurate. 

· Apply to our registration center on the registration date with the completely and correctly filled in and signed ”Registration Application Form”, “Student Information Form”, “Questionnaire Form” printouts, and other documents that are necessary for registration.

· The medium of education in our University for every department is English. Therefore, the candidates should know English. In order to evaluate your English proficiency, you have to fill in the section about the English Preparatory Class in the Registration Application Form in our web site, in accordance with the following instructions:

a) If you mark the “I want to receive English Preparatory Education” section, you need to take the “English Placement Examination” that will take place on Tuesday, September 09, 2008 at 09.30. These students will study in English Preparatory education for one year.

b) If you mark the “I do not want to receive English Preparatory Education” section, you need to take the “English Proficiency Examination” that will take place on Wednesday, September 10, 2008 at 09.30. Your English proficiency will be determined according to this examination. If your English proficiency is sufficient, you will get the right to attend to the 1st grade.

If your English proficiency is not sufficient, you should attend English Preparatory Class for one year. These students do not need to take the English Placement Examination, because the placement will be made according to the results of the English Proficiency Examination. 

English Proficiency Examination will be held Wednesday, September 10, 2008 and will begin at 09.30. Examination duration is 60 minutes
English Placement Examination will be held on Wednesday, September 10, 2008 and will begin at 09.30. The examination will take place in two sessions: 09.30 – 11.30 and 12.30 – 15.00. 

Students are advised to study for the English Proficiency Examination. There are some examination examples in our University’s School of Foreign Languages web site http://sfl.ieu.edu.tr/ornekSinav.php?lang=tr  

All the students HAVE TO take either the “English Proficiency” or the “English Placement” examinations for them to take the best English education. You cannot take both of the examinations. Therefore, be sure that you fill in the form correctly. 

c) The students who took the national and/or international examinations after September 01, 20069, whose validity is recognized by our University such as, TOEFL, IELTS, FCE, KPDS and got the necessary grade, should click to “I will demand English Preparatory Class Exemption” and got the necessary grade, should click to “I will demand English Preparatory Class Exemption” and determine their documents. However they should submit these documents with a petition to Students’ Affairs in final registration. The students, whose documents are approved by the University, are exempt from English Preparatory education. (They do not need to take the English Proficiency Examination that will be held in our University on September 10,2008)

Tuition Scholarship
The tuition scholarships provided to students at the Izmir University of Economics cover;


· Tuition fees

· Opportunity to stay at the dormitory provided by the University for students who do not reside in Izmir. Furthermore, if the dormitory capacity of the university is not enough, a monthly stipend of 250 YTL for duration of 9 months will be paid for the ones who reside out of the university. 

· Besides, these students that are placed from scholarship quota are paid as the following according to their rankings in Y-OSS score.

· If the GPA of the scholarship students who are in top 1000 ranking in OSS score fall below 2.50 the monthly stipend will continue as 300 YTL.
· The students with scholarships cannot benefit from these rights, if they terminate their registration or if they do not renew their registration in any semester. And again if the scholarship students whose registrations are frozen due to a valid excuse cannot benefit from these rights during this period.  
Merit Award 
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Merit Awards are granted to students with an average of 3.50 or more, excluding English Preparatory School students providing that they take the normal course load of the semester they are in, in the Fall/Spring semester of the present academic year and are determined according to priority.
The fee of the relevant year will not be charged from the students who have a merit award.

Students are awarded merit awards for the duration of one academic year, but the grant’s continuity is not guaranteed. If a student fulfils the conditions for this scholarship, the merit award may continue throughout the following years.
Attention!

Those who have been awarded tuition scholarships will lose their scholarships under the following circumstances if they;

· Fail to complete the English Preparatory School successfully, or cannot gain a satisfactory grade from the national or international examinations.

· If their GPA’s fall below 2,00.

· Transfer to a different department in the university,

· Receive disciplinary reprimands except warning and condemnation,

· Exceed the required period of education.
* Scholarships are not terminated if the student fails a course but his/her GPA is 2.00 or more.

*The fees are given approximately. The fees of the universities abroad will be determined each year again in accordance with the conditions of the day and published on the university’s web site. 
The educational fees are paid in two equal installments. The first installment is collected in first registration; the second is between the dates stated in Academic Calendar before the course registrations in spring semester. 
The exchange rates for the payments in dollar are determined and announced in advance by the Board of Trustees in each semester. 

 The ones who want to pay the fees in cash may pay the whole of the annual fee during the first installment according to the stated exchange rate. 

The educational payments can be made to any Akbank office by indicating the school number of the student without paying the remittance fee. The data for the fee of the first and second semesters, student ID and technology contribution fees that the students have to pay will be transferred to the related bank’s computer system before the registration date. 
The ones who want to pay the annual fee in cash will be able to pay the Second Semester fee to any Akbank office by indicating the school number of the student.
Please keep your receipts safely because you have to submit them at the time of final registration. In order to make registrations on time, the candidates are advised to pay the tuition fees, student ID and technology contribution fees beforehand. Besides, Akbank representatives will be at our university during the registration period and give service in Registration Center. You can also make your payments at the university.

IV- COMPUTER
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All our students can benefit from the computer laboratories on the University’s campus, for academic purpose. Furthermore, a laptop, which is up to date, is given to undergraduate (four-year) students from the first grade. Wireless Internet connection is possible on the University’s campus. With the laptop, our students can do research for their homework by connecting to Internet and the University communication network from classes, canteen/cafeterias on the campus or from their home whenever they want; and they can reach the Izmir University of Economics information source and communicate with the lecturers through the Internet. 

The ownership of the laptops belongs to the University, and they are to be used under certain conditions. The allocation of a computer is terminated, if a student does not use the computer at all or misuses it, and if s/he does not take the computer to periodic controls on announced dates. Therefore, the students are advised to use their computers intensively for the purpose of education, and if they encounter any problem, they should to refer to the Help Desk in the campus that gives them software, and hardware support.

V- LIBRARY
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There is a library equipped with computer and a documentation center at our University for students and academic personnel. The center makes it possible for readers to reach the University’s virtual library via the Internet, wherever they are.

VI- STUDENT IDENTIFICATION CARDS

IUE student ID cards have smart card characteristic. 

The ID cards are used for

· Entrance and exits at IUE campus, recognizing the student in the courses and examination

· City transportation Izmir Municipality buses, subways and ferry boats, and this ID provides discount in museums, cinemas, theatres, etc. 
· IUE Student ID cards are used as ESHOT card. Students do not need to take extra ESHOT card.

The cards are valid during the time that the student is registered to İzmir University of Economics. The cards are prepared for one time and its banderol/stamp is renewed in each academic year. The cards that do not have the banderol/stamp of the related year are not valid. 

It is compulsory to show the student ID cards while entering to the campus and use them in the turnstile. The ones who do not have a Student ID Card cannot be accepted to the campus, courses and examinations. 
Therefore, keep your student identification card with you all the time.

VIII- INTRODUCTION AND ORIENTATION PROGRAM


An introduction and orientation program is arranged on the dates stated in the academic calendar, in order to introduce our region, university, campus and departments, and to inform our students about the academic process, and to help the students get to know each other. All the newly registered students and the academic staff participate in this program.

The orientation program for the first grade students is in the form of a course. With your participation in the activities the program, “IUE 100 Academic and Social Orientation” course is carried out. You have to register the IUE 100 course through the Internet, on the final registration date. The grade you will get from this course is determined according to the points of the activity you will participate in. “The IUE 100 Academic and Social Orientation” course is seen as a compulsory course with 1 credit. In order to get a high grade, you are advised to participate in the activities intensively. 

Detailed information about the orientation program will be given on the campus during the final registration.

IX- DORMITORIES 

New dormitories are available at the Balçova Campus of our University. 

Our students are offered a peaceful, secure, comfortable, entertaining, warm and hygienic environment in the dormitories. 

There is a bathroom, a bed, a wardrobe, a dresser, a desk, a bookcase, a refrigerator, a telephone and Internet connection in the rooms to facilitate the dormitory life of the students. Our university provides a pillow, sheet, blanket and duvet cover, and the rooms are cleaned everyday. The dormitory building has a geothermal heating system and 24 hours hot water. In addition, the dormitories are air-conditioned. 
There are common study areas and TV hall is available for the students in the dormitory.
Breakfasts and meals are provided as table d'hote or a la carte in different places in dormitories and on campus. 

The laundry of the students are washed and ironed in the dormitory building on payment of a fair sum. 

There are administrators and security staff in the dormitory for 24 hours. The students staying in the dormitory can benefit from the Medical Office in the daytime, and the general hospital or other policlinics nearby at night. 

Registration for Dormitories:

The dormitory registrations of the students that will be registered for the first time will be made on the final registration date. 

Dormitory Fees:

· Per capita in double room: 4.000 US Dollars (VAT included-Annual)

· One person in a double room: 7.500 US Dollars (VAT included-Annual)

Dormitory fees are paid in cash during the registration. Besides, the students that will be registered to the dormitories for the first time have to pay a 300YTL deposit. 

Students can pay dormitory fees in YTL. For the payments in YTL, the exchange rate that is determined by the Board of Trustees for the Education Fees will be implemented.

X- EDUCATION
ENGLISH PREPARATORY EDUCATION

The students in the English Preparatory Program are educated in different groups that are formed according to their English level. The English preparatory class groups are formed according to the exam results (English Proficiency Examination, and Placement Examination) that are given at the beginning of the each academic year. The School of Foreign Languages determines the groups and the content of the program for that year. The Administration Board has the right to make some changes in the groups and classes when necessary, during the education, according to the success level of the students. 
English Proficiency Examination:

The English Proficiency Examination is prepared by the School of Foreign Languages for graduate and undergraduate students in order to determine their English level. The examination consists of grammar, vocabulary, reading comprehension, listening comprehension and writing sections. There are examination examples on the web site of the School of Foreign Languages.
Class attendance is compulsory according to the School of Foreign Languages Regulations. Detailed information about the attendance conditions, English Preparatory School rules and conventions are stated in the “Student Booklet” distributed to the students in the beginning of each academic year. Students are responsible from these regulations stated in this booklet. This booklet is distributed to the students in the beginning of each academic year and they are informed about the rules in the classroom. 

EDUCATION AND EVALUATION IN FACULTIES/SCHOOLS
Academic Year

An academic year consists of 2 semesters, each with sixteen weeks including the final examinations. Also, summer school can be offered by the approval of University Senate. 

Course Registration

Students should make their course registrations during the dates that are announced by the academic calendar, by choosing the courses that they are obliged to take in that semester and by making them approved by their advisors. Students of English Preparatory School have to renew their registrations each semester by applying to the Students’ Affairs Office. 

Students, who do not make their semester course registrations, cannot take the courses and the examinations in that semester. 

The registration of the students, who do not make their registrations for two semesters consecutively, will be terminated.
Adding and Dropping Courses and Withdrawal from the Courses

Students can change their courses in two weeks after the beginning of the semester, provided that they comply with the load of the course. (At the first grade all the courses are compulsory, so that no changes can be done.) 

Students can withdraw from a course until the 10th week of the semester, with the recommendation of the advisor and the approval of the lecturer. Then, this course will be indicated by W in the transcript. A student can withdraw from only one course in a semester. Students cannot withdraw from a course that they have withdrawn before, and the 1st grade courses that are taken for the first time. A student can withdraw from 6 courses throughout his/her education. 
Prerequisite

A prerequisite course is a course, which a student must pass before being allowed to take another course. Prerequisite courses are shown in the section of department courses in our university’s web site. 

The prerequisite courses may change with the proposal of the department and the approval of the Senate. Therefore, students are required to check the education plan of their departments.

Course Load
The normal course load that a student takes is the number of courses that are specified for that semester by the department s/he studies at. 
Students with a cumulative grade point average of at least 2.00, may increase their course load by only 1 course with the approval of their advisor.
With the affirmation of the advisor maximum 2 courses can be increased from the load of the course of a student, whose GPA is minimum 2.50. 
Students on “Probation” and on “Conditional Probation” may take fewer courses than their normal course load. 
Attendance 

Students, in order to be accepted successful, have to attend the 70% of the theoretical courses and 80% of the practical courses in the scope of the principles determined by the Higher Education Institution. 
Students who have fallen behind in completing their normal course load have to take the courses that they were unsuccessful in or that they did not take as soon as they are offered again.
Students, who cannot provide enough attendance to the courses, cannot take the examinations. These students get NA grade from the related lecturer. NA grade is equal to FF grade in the academic average. 
Students that have report during the semester are accepted as absent in the courses. No compensation examinations are given to students, who cannot take the examinations in a semester because of their report. 

Compensation (make-up) examination is given to students who have valid excuse or valid heath report, only for the final examinations at the end of the semester. These students should get the right to take the related course’s examination. 

Semester Allowance
If the students apply in one month from the beginning of the semester at the latest by documenting their valid and justified excuses, with the verdict of the related Administrative Board, they may be given a leave for maximum two semesters at one go, and for four semesters throughout the education.
The education fee of that semester is collected from the student, who has given leave, and this fee is deducted as the first semester’s fee.

The following letter grades are given by the lecturer, for each course that the students take.

Coefficient of the letter grades, their equivalent grades over 100, and the explanations are shown below.

	I – Incomplete
	Given to the students, who could not complete the necessary work for the course. Within 15 days from the day of submitting the grades to Registrar's office, the student must complete the missing work and obtain a grade. Otherwise the (I) grade will automatically become an (FF).

	S – Satisfactory
	Given to students who are successful in non-credit courses.

	U – Unsatisfactory
	Given to students who are unsuccessful in non-credit courses.

	P – Progressive
	Given to students who are continuing to the non-credit courses, whose duration is more than one semester.

	EX – Exempt
	Used for the courses without credit that the students are exempt from. Besides, (EX) grade is used for the courses that were taken before by the students, who transferred from another university or who registered to the University for the second time. These courses should be recognized by the related Faculty/School Administrative Board. (EX) grade is not included to the GPA but is shown in the transcripts. 

	NI – Not Included 
	Given for the courses that are chosen on condition that they are not included to the GPA. 

	W – Withdrawal
	Used for the courses that students withdrew from, after the adding/dropping period is over, within 10 weeks after the semester begins, with the recommendation of the advisor and the approval of the lecturer.

	NA – (Not Available) Unsuccessful because of Absence
	Given to students, who do not attend to the courses or do not comply with the conditions related to courses. This grade is equal to FF grade. However, students who are about to be graduated cannot have the right to take additional examination for the courses that they got NA grade. 


The official end-of-semester grades are announced by the Students’ Affairs Directorate. 
Calculation of the GPA

GPA – Grade Point Average: The total credit points that the student gets from a course is acquired by multiplying the course’s credit hours with the coefficient of the grade assessed to the student. 

In order to obtain the GPA for any given semester, the total credit points are divided by the total credit hours. In the acquired average, the first two digits after the comma are taken into consideration.

CumGPA – Cumulative Grade Point Average

It is calculated by dividing the total credit points of the courses taken by a student from the beginning of entrance to the University, to the total of the credit hour of the courses that s/he has taken. 
While calculating both the GPA and CumGPA, any given grade from (AA) to (FF) is taken into consideration.  

The most recent grade obtained for a repeated course is used while calculating the CumGPA. All the grades are transmitted to the student’s transcript. 
CumGPA is calculated according to the GPA calculation example, within the fundamentals specified above. 
Successful Students

Students whose GPA is at least 2.00 at the end of the semester are considered successful. 
A student who with at least a normal semester course load obtains a GPA of 3.00-3.49 at the end of a semester is considered an “Honor Student”, and who with at least a normal semester course load obtains a GPA of 3.50-4.00 at the end of a semester is considered a “High Honor Student”.

Unsuccessful Students:

· Students, whose GPA is 2.00 or below are considered “Unsuccessful”. 

· In the evaluation, beginning from the end of the first academic year, students, whose GPA is below 1.80 are considered as “Probation” students. Students, whose GPA is less than 1.80 for more than two or more semesters continuously are considered as “Conditional Probation”. These students cannot take the courses that are provided by their departments. They repeat the courses taken before, until they raise their GPA to 1.80.

· “Probation” and “Conditional Probation” students can take new courses within the normal course load, with the approval of their advisors, on condition that the number of courses they will take is not more than the courses from which, they got CC or over. 

· “Probation” and “Conditional Probation” students can take fewer courses than the normal course load. 

· “Conditional Probation” students have the right to be educated until they can complete their education within the minimum education period. The registrations of the students, who cannot raise their GPA to 1.80 within this period, are terminated.
Repeating Semester

From the end of the first academic year, the success of the students is controlled in respect of their CumGPA.

Students, who cannot raise their GPA to 1.80, will repeat that semester. A student who has obtained the grade of FF, FD, NA, W or U must repeat that course the next semester.

Students, if they want to raise their grade of the courses which they obtained DD or over, can take new courses within the normal course load, with the approval of their advisors, on condition that the number of courses they will take is not more than the courses from which, s/he got CC or over. 

Repeating Courses

Students who have received an “FF”, “FD”, “NA”, “W” or “U” in any course must repeat it in the first semester the course is offered again. If a course is prerequisite, students who are not successful in the prerequisite or students who cannot provide the conditions to attend the final examination cannot take that related course.
Graduation Conditions

Students, who successfully complete the courses that are offered by their department, and whose GPA is minimum 2.00, get the right to graduate. 
XI- ACADEMIC ADVISORS

An “Academic Advisor” is appointed by our University for students, who begin the first grade, among the related lecturers.

The advisor provides academic guidance for the student, and makes recommendations about the compulsory or elective courses the student has to take in their education program, Double Major Programs and/or Minor Programs. Student determines the courses s/he has to take during the registration, by his/her advisor. 

Students are suggested to consult their advisors during the semester, in order to benefit their professional and academic experience. 
XII- INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS OFFICE

Intensive global competition makes it compulsory for the future managers to be professionally equipped. For this reason, “International Relations” office is established in our University. 

Students, who want to continue their education in one of the universities that we are cooperating, can get information from the International Relations Office by applying personally, and they are suggested to examine the web site http://io.ieu.edu.tr/.
XIII- MEDICAL SERVICES

There is a doctor and a nurse on duty in our University. Students firstly consult to university’s doctor, except emergency conditions. Students, who are examined by the university’s doctor, are transferred to related hospitals when necessary. 

The medical reports taken from private doctors or private hospitals are not valid. The medical reports taken from the university’s doctor and the hospitals that university’s doctor transferred the students are valid. 

Students submit their medical reports in 3 workdays at the latest from the day the report is taken. 

Students who have medical reports within the semester will be considered absent. 
If students have health coverage, their health expenses are paid by that institution; if not then students have to pay.
XIV- CAMPUS LIFE and GENERAL SERVICES
Students’ Dean

In the body of Dean of Students, which is established to arrange the extra-curricular, cultural, and social activities, and to enrich the University lives of the students, besides the cultural and sports activities there are:

· Career Guidance
· Embryonix (Putting new and entrepreneurial ideas into business life)

· Internship Activities

Some arrangements are made with the institutions registered to the Izmir Chamber of Commerce, for the students to perform their compulsory summer internship. “Career Days” are organized in order for the students to plan their future careers. Instructive seminars are arranged for the graduate candidates, in order to help them prepare effective resumes and make successful job interviews. The projects of the students are supported by receiving support from the businessmen and business counselors, who are in cooperation with our lecturers. Workshops are organized, concerning entrepreneurship, writing work plan, preparing feasibility, and patent. Participating in these activities will be very useful for your future business life. 

Transportation

The Izmir University of Economics is in Izmir Balçova district, Teleferik locality.

The ones, who want to use the general transportation vehicles, can use the following Municipality buses to come to the campus: 169 and 269 Halkapınar Metro – Alsancak – Balçova; 86 Metro – Üçyol – Balçova, 270 Balçova – Tınaztepe, 519 Balçova – Gaziemir and 605 Balçova – Ayakkabıcılar. Besides, the ones, who come to Üçkuyular port from Karşıyaka Bostanlı port by ferryboat may take the 480 numbered bus or take the shared taxis to come to the campus. 

Bank Services

Vakıfbank, İş Bank, Denizbank and Akbank ATMs are present in the campus. Besides, there are many bank branches near the campus. 

Communication Services

Students can communicate in the campus either through Internet or telephone whenever they want. 

Shopping and Entertainment

Our campus is very close to Migros, Kipa, Agora, Tansaş, Palmiye and Özdilek shopping centers and İnciraltı Youth Center, which has a cinema, a theatre, a sports center, a restaurant and cafes in it. 

Cultural and Sports Services

The Izmir University Economics is aware that a modern higher education must be supported with cultural, art and sports activities. Our university contributes to the development of the students’ social lives with the clubs, established for this purpose.

All the registered students are the natural members of the Students Council that is established for these purposes. Council elections are made every year in November. The students are expected to participate in creating a democratic and free university atmosphere by being a candidate in Council Administrative Board elections.
